Since 1982, KidsGardening’s Youth Garden Grant has helped schools and youth
programs create gardens where kids learn, grow, and connect with their
communities. As the longest-running grant program of its kind in the country, the
Youth Garden Grant has supported more than 5,700 youth garden programs
nationwide.
The program funds under-resourced schools and organizations using gardens
to support hands-on learning, food access, social-emotional well-being, and
environmental stewardship.
